ractice to master. The secret here is that you have one extra disc that is
E{ank and rubber. There are two of each of the discs with Pictures on them.
Divide the discs into two Pilcs with the same Picturcs in each. The Pilc the
audience member uses has all five images ?acing up, and the Pile the magjcian
uses has the discs with the Pic’cures écing down. Keep the magjcians’s Pile
semi-hidden from view in your hand. Kcep the blank rubber disc Palmecl in
your hand as you take your Pile of discs (thc audience must not see the
rubber disc pa med in your hand). Ask an audience member to come up and
tell them you will pre ict the order they will Put their discs in the chamber.
The magjcian is the first one to Place adisc, but it is the blank one. Place the
discs in a way that hides them from view (such as from the Palm of your hand)
so it is not c[g:ar how man you have in your hand. The audience member now
Places any one of their cligscs face up in the other hole in the chamber. After
they lace their disc face up you can see which one they used. Put this one in
next on toP of the blank clisc, face down. (Fee! free to shuﬁqe throu h our
discs like you are reall deciding which one to use). Alternate in this%as jon
until the audience member has only one disc left. At this Point you have two
discs in your hand. Keep them l’na" en from view so it appears you onlg have
one. You now must Place the two discs at the same time but make it appear
you are onlg Placing one. Be sure theg are Placed in the correct order. After
the audience member Placcs their last disc, carefully turn the chamber over
s0 as not to jar the blank rubber disc loose, and show that the Piles are in the
same order!
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
